Moore Milk Dairy is a 70-cow dairy farm with 565 acres of cropland owned by Don and Mae Moore.
We own 340 acres of land and have a long-term lease with option to buy 162 acres from Don's
father. We also have a 3-year lease on 63 acres of alfalfa ground within one mile of the farmstead.

We currently own 70 cows and 63 youngstock and replacement cattle. Cows are milked twice a
day in a tie-stall barn with current production of 21,000 pounds per cow.

Crops raised include feed corn, corn silage, and alfalfa hay. All crops raised are used for feed for
the livestock operation.

In addition to the dairy, we own a small beef cow-calf herd.
